You must be a current member of Tara Beekeepers Association to participate. You may enter any or all classes.

2. Only one entry will be allowed in each class. More than one submission may be required per entry; see Class Rules.

3. The exhibitor must select the class for his/her entry. Standard one-pound (1 Ib) jars (unless otherwise noted), in glass or
clear plastic, with no tamper proof lids or seals, are required. All entries must be submitted by 7:10 PM, 21-Nov-11.

4. All entries must be produced by the exhibitor, with products from the exhibitor's own bees (except mead), and be from only
2011 production.. There can only be one exhibitor per household, partnership or beekeeping establishment.

5. There must not be any label with an entry except when designated. Even when designated, use no identifiable name.

6. Blue (first place) ribbons and red (second place) ribbons will be available for award in all classes, at the discretion of the
judges. In addition, white (third place) ribbons and prize money may be awarded for the classes designated (see "$") below.

7. The decision of the judge(s) is final. Entries that do not comply with rules may be disqualified. The judge(s) may withhold
prizes offered, or award a lower prize, at his/her discretion.

Class Rules:

1. Extracted Light Honey $. Three (3) matching submissions in one-pound (1 Ib.) queenline jars required.

2. Extracted Medium (Amber) Honey $. Three (3) matching submissions in one-pound (1 1b.) queenline jars required.

3. Extracted Dark Honey $. Three (3) matching submissions in one-pound (1 1b.) queenline jars required.

4. Chunk honey $ - Three (3) matching submissions in one-pound (1 1b.) or pint (1.5 Ib.), wide-mouth jars are required.

5. Cut-Comb Honey - Three (3) matching submissions in basswood or plastic square boxes, or Ross Rounds, required.

6. Creamed Honey: Three (3), matching submissions in clear, wide-mouth jars (0.75 Ib. min. & 1.5 b max. size) required.

7. Honey Frame. Only one (1) frame, either shallow, medium (Illinois), or deep, is allowed per entry.

8. Beeswax block $. One pound (1 Ib) minimum. Only one (1) pure beeswax block is required per entry.

9. Candles - Tapers. Three (3) matching pure beeswax submissions required per entry. NOTE: They will be lit.

10. Candles - Decorative. Three (3) matching pure beeswax submissions required per entry. NOTE: They will be lit.

11. Mead - Dry: One (1) bottle required per entry. Any age is acceptable. Can be made from purchased honey.

12. Mead - Sweet. One (1) bottle required per entry. Any age is acceptable. Can be made from purchased honey.

13. Photography 1 photo in a frame with a 3x 5 card telling something (see examples, next) about the photo. For example:
describe what it is - "Forager honey bee on sunflower," or where it's from - "Hive inspection in Rabun County, GA."

14. Black Jar. Only one (1) submission, in a jar of any size/type, is allowed. It must contain enough honey (three fluid ounces,
minimum) for 3 judges to taste. This class is based on taste alone.

15. Bee equipment or Gadget: Any invention that has not been previously entered into a Tara Honey Show.

16. Label Design: Enter one (1) bottle of honey labeled with Design. The design will be judged.

17. Honey Cookery - One category: Cookies. 12 cookies are required per entry. Include recipe (must contain honey as

an ingredient) on 3"x5" card with your submission.
